Plan on it...

Life in Conover may have just become a little more fun. In November the City
Council adopted Conover’s first ever Parks Master Plan. The Plan was developed
by the Planning Department. Extensive public input was gathered by having
public meetings as well as a survey on the City’s website. The goal of the Plan was
to identify areas for future parks as well as making recommendations on how to
improve existing City Parks. The Parks Master Plan will increase the chances of
being awarded future grants by the North Carolina Parks and Recreation Trust
Fund. The Plan can be viewed at any time in the Planning Department.

“) The other Plan adopted by City Council in November

was the Pedestrian Transportation Plan. Conover was
awarded a grant for $20,000 from NCDOT that allowed
the City to hire Greenways Inc. to develop the Plan. The
Plan identified corridors in the City that needed sidewalks
the most. You may have seen us at the YMCA handing out
drinks to people who would take a survey to let us know
where they thought sidewalks were most needed. The Plan
also made recommendations for a Lyle Creek greenway that could be developed to
provide for scenic walking trips along the creek. This plan can also be viewed in
the Planning Department.

/7 /7&‘ Z/ /7&' / /7/ of the Broyhill Furniture Plant. Demolition will begin
in the near future and for the next few weeks equipment

will be moved onto the site with some minor debris

removal, and construction of erosion control elements. You will also see the removal of exiting
utility connections by the City, Piedmont Natural Gas, and Duke Energy.
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The demolition should last only 90 days, and will involve the use of heavy machinery such as;
tracked excavators with claws, grinding equipment, and heavy duty trucks. It is likely there will be
a significant amount of noise and some dust. However every effort will be made to keep the noise
and dust to a minimum with water curtains and other controls. All environmental concerns have
been addressed and no contamination shall leave the site.

For safety purposes, no explosives or wrecking balls will be used on the site. Demolition will only
occur Monday through Saturday. All traffic will be routed to Hwy. 70, and special provisions were
made to limit traffic into and out of the site during peak traffic hours at the beginning and ending
of the school day.

LEAF COLLECTION
NOVEMBER 1, 2008
THROUGH
JANUARY 1, 2009
During leaf season, all leaves must be placed at curbside for pickup by the Conover
Public Works Department. The department encourages residents to take advantage of
the City’s vacuum service.

Small amounts of leaves may be bagged for collection, removing all limbs and twigs.
Please place leaves at curbside. Only CLEAR PLASTIC BAGS are to be used when
bagging. They are available from City Hall and the Public Works Department.

Leaf piles, and other debris should not be placed in the curb, ditch line, or street. This
is a danger to pedestrians and vehicle traffic.

Loose (vacuum) leaves are available to residents for use in gardens and planting beds.
Delivery of loose leaves can be requested by calling the Public Works Department at
464-4808.
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Snow Removal Schedule

When roads become impassable due to fallen snow or ice, the Street Department has
several objectives.

These objectives include providing clear passage for emergency vehicles, reducing
hazards for motorist and pedestrians, and minimizing the economic loss to the community
caused by the workers’ inability to travel to their respective jobs.

When roads reach impassable conditions, arterial roads (major roads and streets that
carry large volumes of traffic) are given first priority. These roads are scraped as bare
as possible following two or more inches of snow accumulation, then once every four
hours, unless extreme conditions require that more frequent scraping be done. Parking
lanes and shoulders will be cleaned as soon as the travel lanes are open. Further, collector
streets (general access and residential streets) are scraped following three or more inches
of snow accumulation and plowed every four to five hours as conditions dictate. Each
quadrant of the City will be dealt with equally. When extreme cold conditions exist,
sand will be spread. The City does scrape some state roads, excluding Interstate 40, in
residential and downtown areas.
