This ordinance amends the Broyhill Redevelopment CPO by removing the
$50,000.00 Clean Water Mini Grant for stormwater and adding a transfer from
general fund of $1,654.00 to cover costs incurred for stormwater engineering over
the City’s initial $5,000.00 contribution. In addition, this ordinance amendment
provides for the EPA Brownfields Clean Up Sub-Grant of $200,000.00 to be used
to implement practices that will remediate contamination on the site. This
amendment also provides for the N. C. Rural Center Economic Infrastructure
Grant of $200,000.00 that will provide for water and sewer infrastructure on the
site to serve the entire property and specifically the finishing building and its
proposed tenants.
