Grass and leaves can
be mixed together in the same pile for collection with our vacuum trucks.

Please be kind and use safe practices when placing leaf/grass piles at edge
of property for collection. Ditch lines, sidewalks, street, curb and gutters
are not approved areas for placing piles. This poses a serious safety issue
for pedestrians, vehicle traffic and our environment.

City crews will be working as quickly and efficiently as possible to collect

leaves in a timely manner. Our goal this year is to collect leaf piles on the

same day as your normal sanitation collection. Please be mindful that foul

weather (heavy rains or snow) and unexpected issues will cause delay in
our collection schedule.
