Applications are currently being accepted for the 2019 Conover Fire Department's 

Citizens Fire Academy.  The Citizens Fire Academy is a 10-week course offered to 

adults who either live or work in the City of Conover.  The Academy will meet every 

Thursday for 10 weeks beginning Thursday, September 5, 2019 from 6:00-9:00 pm at 

Conover Fire Station #2, located at 1011 1st Street West.  The course is free; however, 

registration is limited to the first 18 individuals who apply. 

 

Participants in the Citizens Fire Academy will learn about the equipment, services, and 

duties of the Fire Department and how it serves the residents of Conover.  Each class 

includes a different topic as well as hands-on activities or demonstrations with Conover firefighters.

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Code Enforcement 

 
As summer continues you will notice the familiar 

garage/yard sale signs throughout the City.  In the City 

of Conover, garage and/or yard sales are regulated. The 

City of Conover Code of Ordinances can help clarify the 

regulations. 

 

Sec. 13-19. - Garage, yard, etc., sales regulated. 

Garage, yard, patio, and apartment sales are permitted 

as accessory uses within the city. Such sales shall be limited to two (2) during each 

calendar year period, for a maximum duration of two (2) consecutive days per sale. All 

apparatus, racks, shelves, tables, signs and other appurtenances associated with sale 

shall be removed the same day as the sale. 

 

As a reminder, signs may not be attached to any public utility pole.  This ordinance is 

effective citywide especially within developed areas.  This ordinance was adopted in part 

to help maintain the health and appearance of the City.
